The art of architecture
Architecture is the art and the technique of building, employed to fulfil the practical and
expressive requirements of civilized people. Almost every settled society that possesses the
techniques for building produces architecture. It is necessary in all but the simplest cultures;
without it, man is confined to a primitive struggle with the elements; with it, he has not only a
defence against the natural environment but also the benefits ol a human environment, a
prerequisite for the development of civilized institutions.
The characteristics that distinguish a work of architecture from other man-made structures are
(1) the suitability of the work to use by human beings in general and the adaptability of it to
particular human activities; the stability and permanence of the work'’s construction; and (3) the
communication of experience and ideas through its form.
All these conditions must be met in architecture. The second is a constant, while the first and
the third vary in relative importance according to the social function of buildings. If the
function is chiefly utilitarian, as in a factory, communication is of less importance. If the
function is chiefly expressive, as in a monumental tomb, utility is a minor concern. In some
buildings such as churches and city halls, utility and communication may be of equal
importance.

. Most people have never heard of the name Edson Arantes do Nasimento, but they have heard of
Pele. Without question, Pele is the greatest soccer player ever. Edson Arantes do Nasimento and
Pele are two names for the same man. Pele was born on October 23, 1940, in Tres Coracoes, a
small village in Brazil. Soccer is the most popular sport in Brazil, and like most other children of
his age, Pele grew up playing soccer.

. Too poor to afford a soccer ball, Pele and his playmates often made one by tying together a bunch
of rugs. Their playing field was usually a sidewalk. Old tin cans marked where the goalposts
should be. Pele and the other boys from his neighbourhood often dreamed of one day becoming
professional soccer players. They formed a neighbourhood soccer team, calling it the September 7
team after the name of the street where they lived.

. At the age of eleven, Pele was discovered by Waldemar de Brito, a former professional player. De
Brito was then coach of the Bauru Soccer Club. He signed Pele to play for the junior Bauru team.
In 1956, when Pele was fifteen, de Brito took him to the city of Santos, Brazil, to try out for the
Santos professional team. Pele immediately distinguished himself as one of the best players, and he
was not even 16 years old yet.

. Pele’s first game with Santos was on September 7 — the name of the street he once lived on, the
name of his first team, and the date of Brazil’s National Independence Day. In 1957, when Pele
was sixteen, he was selected to play on Brazil’s national team. He scored the only goal for Brazil in
the first game and another goal in the second game. Then in 1958, Pele helped Brazil win its first
World Cup. Between 1958 and 1970, Pele played in four World Cups.

. Throughout his career, Pele had an amazing ability to move people. Everybody wanted to see him
play. In 1969, a war in Nigeria was stopped for two days because the Santos team had been invited
to play there and people on both sides were so eager to see Pele play. When Pele retired in 1974,
people thought he was leaving the game for good, but six months later he signed up to play for the
New York Cosmos in the United States.

. Pele was awarded the 1978 International Peace Award and was named Athlete of the Century in
1980. He was also inducted into the Black Athletes Hall of Fame in 1975. Most recently, Pele was
named the National Olympics Committee’s top athlete, even though he never competed in the
Olympics! Pele’s name has become synonymous with excellence in soccer. His 20-year career has
yielded some of the most memorable moments in soccer history. People today still refer to him as
the great Pele, the King of Soccer.
